Under the terms of this Memorandum, it is hereby agreed that:

1. Within the context of UNEP’s support to address serious threats to the marine
and coastal environment through the Regional Seas Programme (UNEP RSP), and the
legislative mandate of the Regional Seas Programme under the Governing Council
decision 22/2 TIIA which calls for the utilization of the regional seas conventions and
action plans as a platform for the regional implementation of multilateral environmental
agreements and global programmes and initiatives (including the CBD and the global
initiative on the prevention and management of Invasive Alien Species (IAS)), UNEP
and the Global Invasive Species Programme (GISP) will support the delivery of the
UNEP — GISP Training Course on the Management of Marine and Coastal Invasive
Species for participants from the countries of the Black and Caspian Regional Seas
Programmes.

Objective

2. The objective of this Memorandum is to set out the responsibilities of GISP and
the Black Sea Commission’s Permanent Secretariat with respect to the delivery of the
UNEP - GISP Training Course on the Management of Marine and Coastal Invasive
Species for participants from the countries of the Black and Caspian Regional Seas
Programmes.

Expected outputs/products:

3. Asaresult of this Memorandum 23 relevant officials ( 13 from the Black Sea
countries; and 10 from Caspian Sea countries) will be trained in the management
of marine and coastal invasive species.
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4. The proposed dates for the course are: 23 — 27" October 2006. In the event that it
needs to be re-scheduled, it must nevertheless take place before the end of 2006.The
venue is Istanbul, Turkey.

Responsibilities of the Black Sea Commission’s Permanent Secretariat:

5. The Black Sea Commission’s Permanent Secretariat will:
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Make the logistical arrangements for the delivery of the training course,

including:

o Together with the Caspian Environment Programme (CEP), calling for
nominations from the participating countries;

« In consultation with UNEP, GISP and the CEP, selecting appropriate
participants noting that the course is intended for practitioners in the
following fields:

e Coastal Zone Management

s Management of Marine Protected Areas

o Fisheries Management (including mariculture)

o Environmental Management of Ports and Harbours.

»  Arranging travel, accommodation and daily allowances for participants;

e Arranging accommodation for the trainers;

o Arranging a venue, equipment and catering for the training course;

s Making arrangements for the field trip;

o Preparing folders for the participants containing the course materials as
supplied by GISP.

Contribute US$ 4,000 towards the costs of the course;

Enter into an agreement with the CEP as to how their contribution of US$ 6,000
will be effected;

Establish a separate bank account for purposes of this project, and maintain
clear, accurate and complete records in respect of the funds received under this
agreement;

On completion of the course, provide GISP with a Final Report — including a
financial report on the total costs incurred and the specific expenditure of the
funds under this agreement.

Responsibilities of GISP:

6.1 Identify, contract and pay the fees of the trainers, and arrange for their travel

to and from Istanbul;

6.2 Contribute a sum not exceeding US$ 45,000 towards the costs of the course

Duration

12. This Memorandum shall take effect from the date of the last signature by the Parties
and shall expire on 31 December 2006.

Termination

13. This Memorandum may be terminated by either Party before its due expiry date by
giving notice in writing to the other Party. The period of notice shall be fourteen (14)
days. In the event of this Memorandum being terminated by the Black Sea
Commission’s Permanent Secretariat prior to the delivery of the training course, all
funds provided to the Black Sea Commission’s Permanent Secretariat by GISP shall be
returned to GISP. In the event of this Memorandum being terminated prior to the
delivery of the training course by GISP, the Black Sea Commission’s Permanent
Secretariat shall be compensated on a pro-rata basis for no more than the actual amount
of work performed to the satisfaction of GISP, and for non-recoverable expenses
incurred in preparation for the course. Additional costs incurred by GISP resulting from
the termination of the Memorandum by the Black Sea Commission’s Permanent
Secretariat may be withheld from any amount otherwise due to the Black Sea
Commission’s Permanent Secretariat from GISP. Additional costs incurred by the
Black Sea Commission’s Permanent Secretariat resulting from the termination of the
Memorandum by GISP may be withheld from any amount otherwise due to GISP from
the Black Sea Commission’s Permanent Secretariat.

15.  Nothing in or relating to this Memorandum shall be deemed a waiver, express or
implied, of any of the privileges and immunities of GISP or the Black Sea
Commission’s Permanent Secretariat, including its officers, experts and subsidiary
organizations.

16.  The Parties shall use their best efforts to settle amicably any dispute, controversy
or claim arising out of, or relating to this Memorandum or the breach, termination or
invalidity thereof. Where the parties wish to seek settlement through mediation or
arbitration, the mediator or arbitrator shall be selected by the parties or, in the event that
the parties cannot agree, a mediator or arbitrator shall be appointed by the President of
the South African Law Society or its successor.

17.  Inaccordance with the above, the representatives of the Parties agree to sign this
Memorandum of Understanding in Cape Town and Istanbul, in two originals in English.
